GLASS FUSION with John Mascazine, OPA Double Session

This is an introduction to glass fusing that allows participants to create a 4x4” finished glass
piece/coaster, by designing, selecting, gluing and fusing pre-cut and ground pieces of glass.

You will learn beginner skills, and use
innovative techniques of applying textures with a rolling mill, bending with a press, achieving
color and hand finishing. You can bring a small line print sketch or try an assortment of
everyday items to achieve this beautiful treasure.

e, also followers of Dominic, are sent to preach the word of God through our art. Some of our
members are internationally known, while others are scarcely recognized by their own
[congregation or in the community they serve. Yet when called upon, each does what one can
to Preach the word of God through ones’ ART. Some have had to struggle to be Preachers of
[the Word of God through art, while others are soundly recognized as contributing members to
their communities. It is the soul of the artist within each of us that helps us Preach in Times
Such as These. We Preach the Word of God through our ART, whether it be a bookmark that
inspires someone else, or a masterpiece of museum quality. It doesn’t matter what one does
as long as it is done for the love and honor of God, as best as one can to accomplish the task
lof Holy Preaching. To be an artist, one has to create. One has to get oneself into the poetry,
music, paint, ink, clay, glass, fiber, camera lens, digital experience or whatever creativity the
person endeavors. An artist becomes more creative by creating. The world needs the

‘Keynote S}oeaﬁer,
Sr. Joeann Daley. OP

Joeann was born two months too soon in Columbus, Wisconsin. The unusual spelling of Joeann is
for my father, Joseph. This four pound baby spent my entire eighteen growing-up years being
nourished by the inherited genes of my Powers-Daley family and the rich soil of our family dairy
farm on County Trunk T. | also had the iconic little lamb that followed me to the one room country
school nearby.

Little did | know that those deep rural roots would be central to the art that | created as | studied art
in Wisconsin, lllinois and Florence, ltaly. My world view expanded as | was able to experience
Montana, ltaly, Eastern and Western Europe, Mexico and China.

My first experience of being an artist was at age three as | fell asleep with a pencil and paper in my
hand as my father carried me off to bed! AND I've been making art ever since! I've made etchings,
lithographs and block prints and I've transformed ordinary Styrofoam cups, bowls and trays into
works of art. Most recently | have used the envelopes of the many cards and letters | send out
each month into little works of art. | cover the envelope with designs around the address and even
have used color on them. | announce in the address the subject of the contents: Happy Birthday!
Happy Anniversary! Happy Graduation, etc! So far the post office doesn’t mind and the recipient
receives and saves the envelope as a gift.

But regardless of the medium | have always tried to express the beauty of ordinary things and the
joy, and reverence (often wrapped in mystery, humor, and surprise) that life inspires. My art
experience gives evidence that art-making is a visual record of a life lived, leaving a trail of images
behind. My prayer has been that the viewer of my art has entered my world and followed a trail of
evolving imagination that connects the years, yet comes full circle, as T.S.Elliot expressed:

“We should not cease from exploration.
And the end of all our exploring
will be to arrive where we started
and know the place for the first time.”
